Welcome to Girl Scout Day Camp 2008! Each of our day camps provides

girls with a unique opportunity to discover the world around them, to
connect with others who share their interests and passions, and to take

action in a safe and supervised setting. Day camp is a place where the value of
living in a community is every bit as important as learning new skills. Whether a
first time camper or a camping veteran, girls develop independence and courage, and
return home stronger young women!

Girls can choose from 19 programs across the state. Bus transportation is provided
from central locations to our outdoor day camps. As always, financial aid is
available to Girl Scouts who need assistance in making camp a reality.

Girls entering grade 7 in the fall have the opportunity to serve as Program Aides at
our outdoor day camps, providing they have completed the Program Aide Leadership Program. See page 3 for details.

Jump-In is a rope jumping camp for girls in grades 1-6, taught by trained teen coaches supervised by adults. Girls learn seven types of
jumping skills, including: long rope, double dutch, tinikling, and Chinese. Jump-In will take place at a number of locations statewide.

2008 Day Camp FAQs
Do you have to be a Girl Scout to register for camp?
No, any girl may register for day camp. All girls are welcome,
regardless of membership status, race, religion, socioeconomic
background, or ethnicity. If a girl is not a registered Girl Scout,
please include membership dues of $10.00 with her camp registra-
tion fees.

What age does my daughter need to be to attend?
Our outdoor day camps have two age groupings. Girls entering
grades 1-6 in the fall of 2008 attend as campers. Girls entering
grades 7-12 may attend as Program Aides if they have completed
Working with Kids leadership training (see page 3). Jump-In camp is
for girls entering grades 1-6 in the fall of 2008.

How much does Day Camp cost?
Fees are listed with each individual Day Camp description. The fee
for outdoor day camps includes bussing, if provided (see listing),
and all program materials, food for overnight, and a camp T-shirt.
Program Aides and children of full-time volunteers attend for half-
price. The Jump-In camp fee includes a jump rope to take home.
Scholarships are available for all camps, see form on page 11.

Is transportation available to and from camp?
Due to the rural nature of many of our outdoor day camps, girls
attending these camps may travel to camp by personal car or
school bus. The GSCV makes every effort to provide bus transpor-
tation for girls and adult volunteers to come to camp. Each outdoor
day camp description lists TENTATIVE bus stop towns. If the
number of girls does not justify a bus stop, some stops may be
eliminated. Final bus stops will be determined once girls are
registered. Girls attending Jump-In are responsible for their
own transportation to and from camp.

Is lunch provided at Day Camp?
For all outdoor day camps and Jump-Ins, girls must bring their own
lunch and snacks. Most outdoor camps offer a cookout and
overnight options during which food is provided. Read the details in
your camper’s Confirmation Packet carefully.

Can my daughter sign up for more than one session of camp?
Yes she can, but please be sure to indicate her first and second
session choices in order of preference. In order to provide a
summer camp experience to as many girls as possible, attending
multiple sessions will only be accommodated if space permits.

What should my daughter bring to camp?
Once accepted to camp, your daughter will receive a Confirmation
Packet in the mail that includes a list of what she will need to bring/
wear to camp.
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How do I register my
daughter for Day Camp?
Registration begins March
14, 2008. Camps fill on a
first come, first served basis.
Registration deadlines differ
from camp to camp. Please
be sure to read your camp
description carefully.
Complete and mail the Day
Camp Registration Forms,
pages 9 and 10.

How will I know my
daughter has been
registered?
Each camp is filled on a first-come, first-served basis. As registrations
are processed, each camper receives a Confirmation Notice. Closer to
camp, each camper will receive a packet including: directions to camp,
information about activities, a list of what to bring/wear, and other camp
specific materials. Please Note: The Girl Scout Council of
Vermont reserves the right to cancel or modify any program
due to insufficient registration, acts of God, or other extenu-
ating circumstances.

What activities are available at Day Camp?
Outdoor day camps offer a theme for each week that helps guide
age appropriate activities in nature, campcraft, music, arts, sports,
and environmental education. Most camps offer swimming, some
offer canoeing. Jump-In programs include instruction in at least
seven different types of jumping techniques. Group games and
dance are incorporated into each day. All offer fun and friendship!

How are girls grouped at Day Camp?
Girls are grouped by age under the care of two or more trained
adults. Camp “units” are arranged by grade level and entering grade:
Daisy and Brownie (grades 1-3) and Junior (grades 4-6). Girls
entering grades 7-12 attend as Program Aides or Jump-In coaches.

Do Day Camps offer any overnight experiences?
Each outdoor day camp offers 1 or 2 optional overnights to give girls
the fun of sleeping in a tent or lean-to. The age of girls who have this
opportunity varies from camp to camp. Please refer to individual
camp listings for details. Additional clothing and gear are required to
participate. There may be slight changes in bussing on these days.
Full details will be provided in your confirmation packet. Jump-In
does not include an overnight experience.



Program Aide Leadership Program
Our Program Aide Leadership Program helps girls discover their leadership
potential, connect with girls and program staff, and take action by working side-by-
side with adults to implement programs for girls. This leadership program is open to
girls currently in grades six and up and there are a variety of leadership options!

Girls who successfully complete our “Working with Kids” training can help at indoor
Council programs such as “Great Brownie Beginner” and “Badge Days.” Girls
interested in the outdoors may wish to complete additional training and serve as a
Program Aide at one of our outdoor day camps. Girls who enjoy jumping rope and
dance may want to serve as a Jump-In Coach. Jump-In Coaches train all year and
then work at a Jump-In camp in the summer. Select the Leadership Program that
interests you and then check out the required trainings.

Indoor Program Aides: Attend our “Working with Kids” training and let your
instructors know that you are interested in helping with other indoor programs and events.

Jump-In Coaches: The selection and training of Jump-In Coaches begins in the Fall. Coaches
meet throughout the school year to be ready for summer Jump-In camps. Coaches are able to
work at one or more week-long Jump-In camps offered in the summer. If you are not currently
enrolled in the Jump-In Coach Leadership Program and would like to sign-up for fall, contact
Carmel Quinn at 800/639-3055, x 105 or e-mail cquinn@girlscoutsvt.org for more information.

Outdoor Day Camp Program Aides: Girls wanting to serve as a Program Aide at one of the
outdoor day camp programs must have Outdoor Cooking and Camping (OCC) in addition to
“Working with Kids” training. During OCC, girls learn basic outdoor camp craft skills such as fire
building and cooking over an open fire. The final training component consists of attending one-
week at one of our outdoor day camps. Outdoor Day Camp Program Aides work half of each
day with unit leaders at camp and spend the second half of each day in fun activities designed
specifically for their age group. All outdoor day camps offer at least one overnight for Program
Aides. Girls may register for camp as a Program Aide even through they are still in the process
of completing their training. The camp registration fee is reduced by half for girls who have
completed their training requirements.

How to Register for Day Camp
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Registration Process

• Fill out the entire registration form, being sure to pay close attention to dates, fees, required signatures, and grade levels (please note: this
year’s registration form asks for the girl’s current grade).  If you are registering for multiple programs, please list all program names, dates
and fees.  If your daughter is interested in attending more than one session of Jump In, please indicate your first session choice, second
session choice, etc.  In order to provide a summer camp experience to as many girls as possible, attending multiple sessions will only be
accommodated if space permits.

• Please send a non-refundable deposit of $50 per outdoor camp program and $25 per Jump In camp requested. Deposits are only refunded
if a girl cannot be placed in one of her choices, does not receive requested financial aid, or her program is cancelled by the Girl Scout
Council of Vermont.

• Cookie Credits are your daughter’s way of helping to pay for camp. Cookie Credits cannot be used to pay a deposit, but may be used to pay
balances due. Mail Cookie Credits prior to, or with, your final payment. 2008 Cookie Credits will be mailed in early April and may be applied
to the balance due. Cookie Credits will be returned if a camp balance is paid in full. We must receive the actual Cookie Credits. Photocopies
are not accepted.

• Complete the attached registration form and mail, fax or deliver to the Essex Service Center of the Girl Scout Council of Vermont along with
your deposit.  Final payments will need to be mailed with check, credit card information, or Cookie Credits.

• If you would like to apply for financial aid, please complete the attached Financial Aid Application and mail it with your registration form and
specific program deposit.

Payment and F ees

• Pay by check, Visa, MasterCard, Discover, or money order. Final balances are due two weeks before camp.

• Check and credit cards will be processed as they are received. This does not guarantee placement.

• Any overpayments of $10.00 or less will be donated to our financial aid fund, to assist girls in coming to camp who otherwise might not be able
to attend. Any larger amounts will be refunded.

• A $20.00 fee will be assessed for returned checks.

• If a child is not a registered Girl Scout, send membership dues of $10.00.

• If you are able to help a Girl Scout in need of financial assistance attend camp, please indicate the amount of your donation on the registration
form, and include it with your deposit and registration. Donations may be made separately to the Girl Scout Council of Vermont. Thank you in
advance for your generosity.

• No refunds will be made in the two weeks prior to any camp, unless cancellation is due to serious family emergency, or illness, verified in
writing by doctor. If your daughter cannot attend, her registration may not be transferred to another girl. No reduction in fee will be made for
girls arriving late or leaving early. All refund requests must be directed to the Girl Scout Council of Vermont offices.

Health and Saf ety

• Your daughter’s health and safety are our primary concern. ALL of our camps meet State and Girl Scout standards for health and safety.
Each camp has a certified first aid provider on duty at all times.

• Please complete the 2008 Health History form on the back side of the registration form.  ALL CAMPERS MUST HAVE SUBMITTED A
COMPLETED 2008 HEALTH FORM IN ORDER TO ATTEND CAMP.

• We do our best to accommodate all girls at camp. Our program can offer a positive experience for girls who are able to function in a
group. Please call Janet Francis (1-800-639-3055, ext 101) prior to registration to discuss how we can best meet your daughter’s
mental, physical or emotional special needs.
