History

The first known Girl Scout Troop in Vermont was
established in 1918 in Wilder. The Girl Scout
Council of Vermont was formed from six small
councils and 25 lone troop communities. Today the
Girl Scout Council of Vermont is the largest
organization for girls in the state!

Mission

Girl Scouting builds girls of courage,
confidence, and character, who make the world
a better place.

Structure

Council policy and governance are the
responsibility of a twenty-six member volunteer
Board of Directors representing all parts of
Vermont. The Council's management and program
are the responsibility of volunteers under the
supervision of the Council's employed staff, which
consists of the CEO and twenty one executive and
office staff.

Membership

Nearly 6,000 girls and 2,000 adults are registered
members of the Girl Scout Council of Vermont. Our
membership reflects the diversity of Vermont.
Approximately 4% of our membership comes from
non-white populations including: Native American,
African American, Asian American, and Hispanic.

Offices

Three service centers provide volunteers and
members with support services. They are located
in Essex, Rutland and Hardwick.

Program Levels

There are several program levels in Girl
Scouting, based on age and school grade.
They are:

Daisy Girl Scouts : 5-6 years in K or 1* grade
Brownie Girl Scouts: 6-8 years or in grades 1-3
Junior Girl Scouts: 8-11 years or in grades 3-6
Cadette Girl Scouts:11-14 yrs or in grades 6-9
Senior Girl Scouts:14-17 yrs or in grades 9-12
STUDIO 2B Members: Teens 11-17 yrs

Funding

The Girl Scout Council of Vermont is financed
by United Way allocations, program fees,
grants, contributions, and annual product
sales. An analysis of funding, sources and
expenditures is available in the Council's
annual report. Members pay $10 annual
membership which goes directly to Girl Scouts
of the USA and covers activity insurance,
resource development and consulting services.

Programs Offered

Girls receive program through 550 troops
statewide, through city drop-in centers and
through special outreach programs in arts,
math, science, and sports. The Girl Scout
Council of Vermont owns two camp properties:
Twin Hills in Richmond and Camp Wapanacki
located in Hardwick. The council operates 10
day camps statewide during the summer and a
variety of special projects and events through-
out the year. A full curriculum of leader training
courses are also offered giving adults the skills
needed to provide girls with safe, sound
program experiences.
